Below is a list of the changes you can make to Chapter 4 to make it consistent with the 6th edition of the APA Manual. Most of those changes are due to the following three changes to APA style:

1. In the References, you can no longer just provide the name of the major city in which the book was published. Instead, you now must provide the state abbreviation (for a U.S. city) or the country name (for a non-U.S. city).

2. In terms of referencing electronic versions of books, the sixth edition of the Publication Manual (2010) rejected the style used by the fifth edition of the Publication Manual (2001) and embraced the style recommended by the APA Guide to Electronic References (2007). 
3. In APA Style Guide to Electronic References (2007), APA required the issue number for all electronic sources. In the 6th edition of the Publication Manual, it has dropped that requirement. 

p. 152, lines 3 and 4: delete (“and, unless the city is New York, Boston, or London,”) because, in the References, you can no longer just provide the name of the major city in which the book was published. Instead, you now must provide the state abbreviation (for a U.S. city) or the country name (for a non-U.S. city).
p. 158, delete the last sentence of second full paragraph (the one starting, “If the place of …”) because, in the References, you can no longer just provide the name of the major city in which the book was published. Instead, you now must provide the state abbreviation (for a U.S. city) or the country name (for a non-U.S. city).
p. 164: Change the example of an online dictionary (second and third lines of first paragraph to

p. 164: Cross out section titled “Electronic version of a printed book using the Publication Manual’s format.” If you need to reference such a work, follow the advice in the section immediately after that, the one titled “Electronic version of a printed book using the format prescribed by the APA Style Guide to Electronic References.” 
p. 165: Cross out section titled “Electronic version of a book chapter from a printed book using APA Publication Manual’s format.” If you need to reference such a work, follow the advice in the section immediately after that, the one titled “Electronic version of a chapter from a printed book using the format prescribed by the APA Style Guide to Electronic References.” 

p. 167: Changes related to issue numbers (In APA Style Guide to Electronic References (2007), APA required the issue number for all electronic sources. In the 6th edition of the Publication Manual, it has dropped that requirement): 

delete “issue number in parentheses” from line 2


delete “(3)” from line 6


delete second bullet


In  the Schmitt reference (the last reference on the page),  on the third line (right after the “6”), delete “(2)”
p. 174, point 21: 
Delete second and third sentences.
Start crossing out at the heading titled “Electronic version using Publication Manual’s format” and stop right before the last heading on the page: “Electronic version using APA’s Guide to Electronic References (2007) when the print version is not readily available.”
Edit the last heading on the page (“Electronic version using APA’s Guide to Electronic References (2007) when the print version is not readily available.”) to read “Electronic version using APA’s Guide to Electronic References (2007).” In other words, delete “when the print version is not readily available” from that heading.

If you are going to cite a book you read online, use the example at the bottom of the page. That is, the style that the APA Guide to Electronic References (2007) recommended using when the print version of the book is not readily available is the style the Publication Manual (2010) recommends for all electronic versions of printed books.

In addition to the above changes, note that APA is now “encouraging”

1. using page numbers in text when paraphrasing material.

2. using the doi when referencing print articles (just as you do when referencing Internet articles).
