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Below is a list of the changes you can make to Chapter 7 to make it consistent with the 6th edition of the APA Manual. Note that all of those changes are due to the following three changes to APA style:

1. There are now two spaces after a period at the end of a sentence.

2. Most of the headings you will use are now boldfaced and Level 3 (paragraph headings) are no longer italicized.

3. The top of every page—the page header—now contains the running head and the page number (to see an example, choose “Print Layout” under the “View” menu and then look at the top of this page).
p. 226, “Spaces between words and punctuation”

At the end of the Spaces between words and punctuation section, add “In addition, leave two spaces after any period that ends a sentence.”

p. 227, section 7.1.3

Delete “not boldfaced” in line 2 and delete “never boldface” in line 5 because most of the headings you will use are now boldfaced. 

pp. 227-228, section 7.2.1


Replace section 7.2.1 with “In your word processor’s “header” area, put your running head: a two- to six-word phrase, typed in all capital letters, that includes your paper’s key variables. Then, skip to the right side of the header area and insert the page number.”

p. 230

· boldface the first-level heading

· boldface the second-level heading

· boldface instead of italicize the third-level paragraph heading

p. 235, General Appearance Checklist

Delete “boldfacing,” from the second- to-the- last checklist item.
p. 236, Heading and Headers Checklist

· First item—replace with the following: “I put—in all capital letters—the running head on the top left corner of each page. In addition, in the right corner, I put the page number.”
· Second item—change “plain” to boldfaced; delete “not bold-faced font”)

· Third item—change “italicized” to boldfaced

p. 237, Title page checklist

· Change second item to the following: In the top left corner, I have “Running head:” followed by a two- to six-word phrase that describes my paper’s topic. In the top right corner, I have the page number (“1”).

· Delete third item

p. 238, delete point 3.
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
